· Number 6.02 x 1023  
· A picture of an actual mole (the animal)
· An example of a mole conversion worked out in a t-chart/dimensional analysis. Please include the problem or question and the worked out answer. 

· Last but not least, one interesting fact about the mole (not the animal but the unit in chemistry)
· Be creative. Put some thought into it.

· You can’t use any examples I gave you in class.

· Project should be “school appropriate”.
